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"Inner" Law

A study of the shadows & types in the Tabernacle of God
using the Interlinear Hebrew Bible (Masoretic Text) and the KJV Bible by Ginger Guinn Shamblin




Introduction 1

To the casual reader, the following passage (Ezekiel 43:10-12) appears redundant. That's because it is a profound
statement, written in code. This booklet is an attempt to decode this "INNER" LAW or LAW OF THE HOUSE:

"Thou son of man, shew the house to the house of Israel, that they may be ashamed of their iniquities: and let them
measure the pattern. And IF they be ashamed of all that they have done, shew them the form 7 0£8/6#/) of the house and the
fashion 7 7R YCTYRE) thereof, and the goings out 7 X /78)  thereof, and the comings in 7 ENTRAN CES) thereof, and
all the forms r0£8/76# 8) thereof, and all the ordinances 7 S7ATY TES) thereof, and all the forms 728764 8) thereof,
and all the £Amw§  thereof; and write it in their sight that they may keep the whole form 70£8/6#) thereof, and all the
ordinances F STA7YTES) thereof, and do them. This is the LAW OF THE HOUSE ("inner" law)..." A pattern of God's
Temple in heaven was shown to Moses (Hebrews 8:2-5, 9:24, Revelation 11:19) for him to duplicate as a visual aid to Israel.
Your body is God's temple now. The "inner" law is the guidance system promised in Jeremiah 31:33. If you follow the Spirit,
you will move from repentance to rest according to the pattern of the Tabernacle.

First, consider the STRY CTYR € * of the Tabernacle. It had 3 chambers. So do you. You have a body, soul and spirit. That's because you
were made in the image of a tri-une God. God has a body (Jesus), a soul (the Father), and a spirit (the Holy Spirit).

The first word used for God is Elohim (plural form of El) (Genesis 1:1).This refers to God's Spirit.

In Exodus 3:14, the verb "HYH" (also written as "HVH" ) is used twice to say "I am that I am." This is the basis of the Holy Name YHVH
("Yehovah," "Jehovah," or "Yahweh"), translated "Lord," who Jesus claimed to be in bodily form, enraging the Pharisees (John 8:58).

God is love (1 John 4:8). That is the nature of His will (soul). Adonai, (translated "Lord") refers to the Father nature of God. Since it is the soul
of man that determines his destiny, men are also called adonai (translated "lord") in scripture. This 3-in-1 nature (1 John 5:7) is expressed in the New
Testament by the title "Lord Jesus Christ" (Father, Son, Holy Spirit). This is the N.T. revelation of the God of Abraham (Father), Isaac (Son) and Jacob (Holy
Spirit).

Next consider the 13 EX AT/EM TRAMN €€ +* door pillars to the Tabernacle. There are 13 "I Am" Names of God in the Old Testament
(See page 9 for a listing of the Names of God in the Old Testament.) There were 4 gate pillars to the Outer Court, 5 door pillars to the Holy Place and 4 door
pillars to the Holy of Holies. All the other pillars around the Tabernacle can also represent Names of God because our God has made Himself to be our
foundation, protection and entryway into His Kingdom. Overcomers who bear His Name will be pillars of His Church (Revelation 3:12).

The rest of this booklet is an examination of the necessary garments and the 7 pieces of furniture within the Tabernacle,
their DES/6N and the STATYTES and LAW S that pertain to them.

The Bronze Altar of Burnt Offering in the Outer Court (Elementary Principles of Hebrews 6:1-2) 2

The Bronze Altar of Burnt Offering represents REPENTANCE. It is where you realize you are a selfish creature,
worthy of death, and that God became human to die on a cross for you. As it is manifested to you, each selfish tendency
(sin) that you were born with is renounced here. This altar was large enough for all the other furnishings to fit into it.
That's because Jesus's sacrificial death (the ONE baptism for all time-Luke 12:50, John 19:30), provides all you need. If
you never go beyond the Bronze Altar, you are still "saved." The six more pieces of Tabernacle furniture indicate that the
"new birth" experienced after "dying with Christ" is like any other birth, not an end, but a beginning.

On the right are the offerings that were made at the Bronze Altar and, on the left, what they represent. No blood
offering was acceptable without a bread offering. In other words, all the actions (blood offerings) below are not
acceptable without a right attitude (bread offering).

(Notice that the Apostle Paul begins
every letter he wrote with "Grace &
Peace..." and ends every letter he
wrote with "Grace...")

Therefore, knowledge of
the 10 Commandments
is all that is necessary to
bind them.

(These 10 spirits are also
in mythology. Paul says
that "gods" are demon

spirits in 1st Corinthians

10:20. They are the
fallen angels of Jude 6,
2 Peter 2:4 and
Gen.6:2).

A priest who bears the Ark (the testimony of God) without walking in unison with 7 other priests is taking his life in his hands.
(2 Samuel 6:3-7, Exodus 25:14, Numbers 3:31, 10:21, 1 Chronicles 15:11-15)




The Garments of the High Priest 4

The garments of the High Priest represent the POWER or divine ability given to a saint that qualifies him to enter into
the Holy Place (effectual service) and the Holy of Holies (the supernatural rest of God). This is being "clothed" with power from
on high. Eight garments were put on the High Priest (Leviticus 8:7-9) after he was washed and before he was anointed with
blood and oil. He was already wearing linen breeches (Exodus 28:42-43) to cover his nakedness.* When Jesus breathed upon His
disciples and gave them power to forgive sins (John 20:22-23), He made them priests and they had the first 4 garments put upon
them. However, He instructed them to wait for more power from on high (the rest of the garments) (Luke 24:49). This is not just
a one-time event, but a daily cleansing, sacrifice and empowering.

Jesus wants not only to wash you from your sins (John 13:8), but also to clothe and fill you with His Holy Spirit.

BEAUTY (HONOR) of HOLINESS (Prov. 31:25)

God of HOLINESS (Romans 1:4)

"Awake! Awake! Put on thy strength, O Zion, put on thy beautiful garments, O Jerusalem, the holy city..." (Isaiah 52:1)

Warning: Horoscope signs counterfeit and malign each of the 12 personalities of the tribes. Astronomy is God's plan revealed in the heavens,
astrology is blasphemy (Isaiah 47:13-14). Like Ishmael and King Saul, counterfeits always precede God's Anointed.

*2 Rows of Bread

The significance of the 2 rows
of bread was that spiritual
Israel, like natural Israel,

divided into two parts. Both fell
into idolatry.

In Daniel 2, man-made
governments are represented by
a statue. The legs represent
Rome. The western leg (under
Roman Catholicism) persecuted
the Jews and a refuge was made
for them in the New World.
When the eastern leg (under the
Orthodox Church) persecuted
the Jews 400 years later, they
were given another refuge--their
own nation.

Gentiles have been grafted into
Israel by faith (Romans 11), and
help make up the 12 Spiritual
Tribes of Israel. But they have
a sister, Dinah (meaning
"judgment"), signifying
unbelieving natural Jews. These
"brethren" of Jesus will also be
avenged by God (Matthew
25:40, Genesis 27:29).

There was a drink offering (libation) on this Table with the bread (Numbers
28:7) representing the shedding of blood (Phil. 2:17, Hebrews 12:4). It was

**The 13th Tribe

There are concentrations of
the spiritual tribes in
geographic areas. For

instance, the U.S.A. has a
Josephite calling. They were
estranged from their brethren

(European & African),

betrayed and later rose to a
position of power in order to

feed the world in time of

famine. In fact, the name

"Joseph" was so common in

U.S. history that Americans

abroad are still called "Joes."
The 2 factions within the U.S.
that arrived simultaneously
were: Manassehites (pilgrim
crossbearers) and Ephraimites
(ambitious merchants).
Manasseh will be given
Joseph's name (Numbers
13:11) but Ephraim falls into
idolatry (Hosea 4:17).
[Dan ("to judge") is replaced
by Manasseh ("'to forgive")
in the tribulation (Rev. 7:4-8)]

Footnote: This Communion may well be the Wedding Feast of Matthew 22. It is an earthly feast of spiritual food that prepares the Bride
(Revelation 19:7-9). It precedes the consummation (as in Genesis 29:22-23). In the parable, busy people ignore it and one is thrown out for not having a
proper garment (probably a cap). The cap, representing humility, is required in the Holy Place. (see page 4)




The Bronze Laver in the Outer Court (Elementary Principles of Hebrews 6:1-2 continued) 5

The Bronze Laver represents the CLEANSINGS necessary because of your flesh nature. The Laver, made from bronze
mirrors,was where the priests washed. The Laver water represents the REVEALED Word of God, the mirror through
which we see our uncleanness and are bathed in His Word (Hebrews 10:22, James 1:23-25, Ephesians 5:26).

Blood sprinklings are also a part of purification, consecration and atonement ceremonies. Since blood speaks eternally
(Hebrews 12:24, Genesis 4:10), blood represents the SPOKEN Word of God (Romans 10:10). The Rock that Moses struck

(Numbers 20:8-12) represented Christ (1 Corinthians 10:4). Our power now is the spoken Word.

Oil sprinklings are a part of consecration and purification (including purification from sickness-see Psalm 107:20,
Exodus 15:26). Oil is still used for these (Mark 6:13, James 5:14) because oil represents the APPLIED Word of God.

Footnote: Hebrews 9:2-5 indicate that this Altar was within the Holy of Holies. But in Exodus 40:2-5, it was placed in the Holy Place, near the veil.
Tradition holds that once a year, on the Day of Atonement, the Golden Altar was moved inside the Holy of Holies. Hence, the soul and spirit become one.




The Ark of Testimony on the Mercy Seat in the Holy of Holies 8

The Ark of the Testimony (or Covenant) represents the TESTIMONY within our spirit. The authority God gives
His redeemed, sanctified Church is: His Word made flesh, Jesus (represented by Manna), His Holy Spirit resurrection
power (represented by Aaron's rod that budded) and His own Legal Authority (the 10 Commandments). If these reside
within your spirit, you can overcome the enemies of God. Overshadowing you are the 2 Cherubim.*

With the information of their character given in the 10 Commandments, the blood covering of Jesus and the
indwelling power of the Holy Spirit, we can bind the 10 ruler spirits** of darkness (the unholy trinity & the 7 unclean

spirits) daily on our 10 fingers (Deuteronomy 6:6-8 & Matthew 18:18). These 10 are the root source of all suffering.

In the Old Testament there are 3 "dinosaur-like" creatures named: Leviathan, ("twisted one") (Job 41:1-34,
3:8 (in the KJV leviathan is translated "mourning" here), Psalm 74:14, 104:26, Isaiah 27:1, 51:9), Behemoth ("beast" or "animal") (Job 40:15-24) and
Rahab ("proud") (Job 26:12, 9:13, Ps. 87:4, 89:10, Is. 30:7, 51:9). (This is not the Rahab mentioned in Joshua 2, Matt. 1:5, Heb.11:31 and James 2:25.)

Just as the Christ has a Bride for whom He died (Zion, Revelation 21:9-11), the beast has a harlot (Babylon, Revelation 17:3, 16) whom he kills.

The Golden Lampstand in the Holy Place 5

The Golden Lampstand (Menorah) represents the infilling of the 7-fold HOLY SPIRIT to renew the mind.*
The Lamp was kept full of burning olive oil. The Old Testament priests could understand some things about the Holy

Spirit by the PES/EA/ of the Golden Lampstand within the Holy Place. They could observe that it had 7 spouts (3
branches with a center shaft). If they had looked in the Laver mirror, they could have seen that their own heads had 7
holes arranged much the same way (1 mouth, 2 ears, 2 nostrils, 2 eyes). Knowing they were made in God's image, they
could deduce that God also has 7 ways of receiving and transmitting information upon the earth (Zechariah 4:10, 2
Chronicles 16:9).

Four hundred years later, Solomon identified 7 abominations (deadly sins) that liec dormant (or active) in every
living soul (Proverbs 6:16-19). The Law had addressed these, but only the Spirit could remove them (Hebrews 10:22).

One of the STATYTES  of sacrificial purification was the 7-fold sprinkling of blood (Leviticus 4:6,17, 14:7,
16:14,15,19, Numbers 19:4) and oil (Lev. 8:11, 14:16,27). The first represented the blood of Messiah, shed 7 times to
make atonement for man's 7 sins. The oil sprinkling that followed represented the anointings of the 7-fold Holy Spirit.

Footnotes: Of the 3 words for God in Hebrew (Adonai, Yehovah and El), only one is used in the plural, El. It becomes Elohim. Interestingly, it is the
root of the word Elah (or Allah) which is sometimes translated "oak tree." You might have noticed that the leaf of an oak forms a miniature Menorah,
with either 7 or 9 points. Also, there are 7 oak trees mentioned in scripture (Gen. 35:4,8, Josh. 24:26, Jud. 6:11,2 Sam. 31:13, 18:9, 1 Kings 13:14).

The 7 colors of the rainbow are another revelation of God's 7 Spirits. From them, we get the 3 primary light rays (the seeable yellow ray, the feelable
infra-red ray and the unseeable, unfeelable ultraviolet ray) exemplifying in nature the trinity of God (Romans 1:20).




The Golden Altar of Incense in the Holy Place 7

The Golden Altar of Incense represents the will* of the believer expressing itself to God. At this altar, effective
INTERCESSION is made for others. The incense that was to perpetually burn on this altar was comprised of 4 salted spices.
Salt, used as a seasoning, represents God's grace (Colossians 4:6). Because of the addition of the grace of God (His favor),
the petitions of His spiritually circumcised people that agree with the revealed character of His Son are given entryway to the
Father through gates of thanksgiving and courts of praise (Psalm 100:4).

When a certain amount of these petitions reach the Father, action is taken to remove injustice from the land (Revelation
8:4-6, Genesis 18:20-21). This may involve loosing the destroyer for a season. So when you intercede to the Father, do so
with fear and trembling, knowing that mercy and justice (the goodness and severity of God--Romans 11:22) go hand in hand.
And never judge another person or become their accuser (Acts 13:9-11, James 3:10) lest the judgment you speak come upon
you also (Gal. 4:13-15, Matt. 7:1). Instead, recognize the evil one and bind him. (see page 8)

The fire on this altar was kindled from the bronze altar of repentance. When your energy (fire) is kindled from repentance, you
can make effectual intercession for the sins of others (Daniel 9:3-19, Job 42:6,10, Exodus 32:31-32). The "strange fire" of Leviticus 10
refers to energy that is not "kindled" or motivated by repentance. It only consumes the petitioner.

"Then I will sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean; from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you. A new
heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you; and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of
flesh.

Footnote: The earth was baptized in Water in Genesis 7. (The center of the earth was opened to put immortal fallen angels within until the judgment.
Prior to this, they intermarried with mankind. The flood caused instant fossilization, sediment layering, etc...and atmospheric changes that shortened
lifespans and probably wiped out the dinosaurs.) The earth is now being baptized in the Holy Spirit. It will eventually be baptized in Fire (2 Peter 3:7).




The Table of Shewbread in the Holy Place
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The Table of Shewbread represents the emotional part of the believer: the personality. The §7TATYTES requiring
12 loaves of bread on a gold-crowned table, divided in 2 rows* with frankincense between (Leviticus 24:6-7) represents the
12 Spiritual TRIBES OF ISRAEL and their different personalities. When you receive the Jewish Messiah, Jesus, and
partake of His Communion (His Word & His Spirit) you are grafted into Israel (Romans 11:17) and become part of a tribe
(or tribes) of Israel. This is the true church (Galatians 6:16). (Exodus 28:17-21 and 39:10-14 list tribal gemstones.)

There are 12 gates to the Holy City (Revelation 21:12), and none of them are marked "Gentile."

*Nakedness
The first thing Adam and Eve noticed
when they "died" (spiritually) was
their nakedness. In all of Noah's long
life, the only events recorded are the
flood, (understandably) and his
getting drunk, lying naked and being
exposed. It was apparently very
important to the author of the Bible
(the Holy Spirit) that we know about
both incidents. That's because
drunkenness (from alcohol or drugs),
and disobedience, cause nakededness
(meaning fleshliness wide open to
demonic influence).
However, since the sons of Noah were
able to cover him, we know that it is
possible to cover the nakedness of
another (with love-1 Peter 4:8).

Holy garments replace (Zechariah 3:4
-5) other garments, like: violence
(Psalm 73:6), shame (Micah 7:10, Job
8:22), cursing (Psalm 109:18),
anger (Lamentations 3:43), horror
(Ezekiel 7:18), confusion (Jeremiah
3:25), reproach (Psalm 71:13),
vengeance (Isaiah 59:17), darkness
(Psalm 139:11), and the shadow of
death (Psalm 44:19).
